Resume Tips

When preparing your resume, several sections to include are:

« Technical Experience
« List the languages you have learned in classes so far
« Mention any side projects that you have worked on
« Notable Achievements
« Any honors or awards that you have received should be listed on
your resume. Examples of this could be Dean’s List recognition,
research grants, etc.
« Work Experience
 Include both technical (internships, etc.) and non-technical
(campus job, etc.) work experience on your resume

Often in interviews, the skills listed on your resume will be
mentioned. Be able to back up everything listed on your resume
during the interview, and never exaggerate skills or experience.
